Community Integration Committee Meeting Minutes

June 5, 2013

CALL TO ORDER:  Sarah Ratner, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 9: 43 am.  Ms. Ratner asked members to review the agenda for possible revisions; and none were made.  
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:  The minutes for the March 14, 2013 Community Integration Committee meeting were reviewed. There were no corrections.  Mrs. Maggie Disney made a MOTION to approve the minutes as written, and Mr. Ralph Owen seconded.  The MOTION was unanimously APPROVED.  
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING UPDATE:  Ms. Ratnerprovided the Committee with highlights of the discussion and issues addressed in the Executive Committee held that morning.    
DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENT OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES – Liaison Activities and Grant Projects.  Dr. Redmond provided an update on progress and outcomes of the grant project, the RGI Direct Support Professional (DSP) Training Program, which is now in its third quarter of operation.  She highlighted key liaison activities during the past quarter.    
REVIEW & DISCUSSION of STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:   The committee reviewed the revised objectives, activities and timelines under Community Supports and Health Areas of Emphasis for the FFY 2014 State Plan Update. The only recommended change was for Objective 2-4’s implementation activity, which was changed to read as follows (in italics): 
Liaison/activity with relevant workgroups, agencies and organizations for policy change or creation, to include the Medicaid Financial Alignment “Dual Eligibles” project and the PACE initiative.   
REVIEW & DISCUSSION of FFY 2013 GRANT REVIEW TEAM (GRT) Recommendations:  Ms. Ratner called on Charles Meacham, the Committee representative on the GRT, to discuss the process and the proposals recommended for funding.  Mr. Meacham described the selection process 

REVIEW & DISCUSSION of SOLICITED GRANT PROPROSAL FROM DBHDS:  Ms. Ratner noted that, at its last meeting, the Board had requested a full proposal from the Department of Behavioral health and Developmental Services (DBHDS), entitled “Peer-to-Peer Counseling”  for possible funding.  The full proposal was received in a timely manner, she added, and the Committee must review the content and make a recommendation for possible funding to the full Board.  She asked Lee Price to review highlights on the planned activities and expected outcomes. 
Mr. Price stated that the project would train individuals with ID/DD to provide information on community opportunities to individuals who now reside in Training Centers and their families as well as assist individuals who recently transitioned to community in becoming more integrated in their locality.  He added that having a peer program, which is a requirement of the DOJ Settlement Agreement, additionally could result in smoother transitions as well as opportunities for friendships.  Mr. Price then responded to questions. Mr. Charles Meacham made a MOTION to recommend that the Board fully fund this project; Maggie Disney seconded the MOTION, which was APPROVED, with Lee Price recusing himself from the vote.

OTHER BUSINESS & ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Ms. Ratner asked if there were any announcements.  There were none.  She then asked the Committee for input on future speakers or topics for the Committee meeting.  The main interests were: 
· Meeting with Grant Coordinators in the 2nd or 3rd quarter to become more familiar with the projects, including start-up challenges;
· Presentations on training curriculum & activities to improve healthcare to those w/ ID/DD by faculty at VCU-HS School of Dentistry and medical specialty divisions; or
· Presentation by Peter Quinn of PPL, Inc (DMAS Fiscal Agent) on operational issues related to Consumer-Directed Services.
