CALL TO ORDER:  Sarah Ratner, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 9: 25 am.  Introductions were made; Ms. Ratner welcomed guest, Dr. Matthew Bogenshutz.  She then asked members to review the agenda for possible revisions; and none were made.  
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES:  The minutes for the September 11, 2013 Community Integration Committee meeting were reviewed. There were no corrections.  Mrs. Maggie Disney made a MOTION to approve the minutes as written, and it was seconded by Charles Meacham.  The MOTION was unanimously APPROVED.  
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING UPDATE:  Ms. Ratner provided the Committee with highlights of the discussion and issues addressed in the Executive Committee held earlier.     
PRESENTATION, Successful Workforce Development Initiatives for Direct Care Professionals:  Dr. Matthew Bogenshutz provided information on: national DCP wage data and turnover rates; proven strategies for recruiting and retaining DCPs; and core competencies.  There was a great deal of interest, and both question and discussion followed.  On behalf of the committee, Ms. Ratner thanked him for the information.  
DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENT OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES – Liaison Activities and Grant Projects.  Dr. Redmond first highlighted key liaison activities during the past quarter.  She then  provided an update on progress and outcomes of four grant projects: the DBHDS Peer-to-Peer Mentoring; VACIL’s Empowerment to Prevent Institutionalization;  Oral Health Coalition Oral Health for Adults with DD; and the RGI Direct Support Professional (DSP) Training Program.  Dr. Redmond noted that RGI thus far has encountered several obstacles in achieving its goal of employment for people with DD and other disabilities as DCPs, foremost of which is lack of personal transportation and need for driving training courses by instructors who have experience working with this population.  Dr. Redmond noted that this project was innovative, and was intended to offer a new employment opportunity that heretofore had not been considered.  After much discussion, in light of the presentation, the Committee consensus was to invite representatives from RGI to present at the March meeting.
	 
OTHER BUSINESS & ANNOUNCEMENTS:  Ms. Ratner reminded members that an Ad Hoc Committee would be formed in early 2014 with the task of reviewing the 2014 Assessment of Disability Services in Virginia and develop formal recommendations for system change.  Each Board committee is asked to provide at least 2 volunteers to serve on the Ad Hoc committee.  Dr. Redmond explained that this task required typically a 1-2 day meeting; and to facilitate scheduling, an electronic survey of the volunteers would be conducted in January/February.  	Ms. Ratner asked if there were any announcements.  There were none.  She then asked the Committee for feedback on other topics of interest for future speakers.  A continuing topic of interest was a presentation by Peter Quinn, Director of PPL, to discuss the problems and strategies to resolve reimbursement and service authorization under Medicaid Waivers.    
ADJOURNMENT:  The Committee adjourned at 11: 47 am.
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
