CALL TO ORDER:	9:46 a.m.
                                               
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 9:46.  Committee Chair, Angela Sadsad, opened the Committee meeting proceeded to review the agenda and asked if there were any questions.  

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES:  Ms. Sadsad asked for any corrections to the December 4, 2013 meeting minutes.  There were none.  Jessica Philips made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Stephen Joseph seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Angela Sadsad and committee staff, Teri Morgan, provided a brief update of the March 5, 2014 Executive Committee meeting.  The update included a brief review of the fiscal report, Disability Assessment update regarding recommendations and an update on two grants that would be discussed in their respective committees. 

DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENTS OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:  The committee reviewed and discussed current State Plan Objectives and discussed grant activities relevant to its objectives.  Committee staff reported on activities found on attachment CLT 3.  Committee members were provided with an update on recent activities with the ABLE grant, which began on October 1, 2013, the Affordable Transportation Options in Rural or Underserved areas grant, and the EasyLiving Home contract.  

Teri Morgan provided an overview of liaison activities including the emerging development of Virginia Integrated Solutions Collaborative (VISC), a collaborative partnership with a goal of increasing capacity for the development of integrated independent living options with needed services in VA.  

DISCUSSION ON 2014 DISABILITY ASSESSMENT RECOMMENDATIONS:  The Committee reviewed the proposed recommendations in the areas of transportation and housing.  Jessica Philips suggested that the each recommendation clarify the issue being addressed.  Ms. Philips pointed out one recommendation that was very clear in expressing the issue and another that was unclear and left her with questions.   Nancy Briggs stated that we should ensure, to the greatest extent possible, that the recommendations have “teeth” and hold agencies accountable.  Ms. Sadsad shared that the Disability Assessment is an assessment of the system, how it is structured, regulatory requirements, and, based on data and analysis, the Board’s issues and concerns.  Teri Morgan shared that the Assessment is intended to inform legislators, policymakers and the public and to provide recommendations for improvement; however, the Board does not have authority to hold agencies accountable for implementing recommendations.  Ms. Sadsad asked Ms. Briggs to give some thought to what she thinks the CLT committee can do to have greater involvement and influence with the implementation of recommendations.  Ms. Sadsad said that the Committee could discuss her ideas in greater detail at the June meeting. 

The Committee discussed House Joint Resolution No. 40 requesting the Office of the State Investigator General to study Medicaid-funded transportation services in the Commonwealth. 

PLANNING FOR NEXT MEETING: Committee members were interested in the following areas for possible updates/discussion at the June meeting: update on LogistiCare study; presenter from EasyLiving Home and an update on its strategic plan; VISC update; state budget update and priorities of new administration.
