CALL TO ORDER:	9:35 a.m.
                                               
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 9:35.  Committee Chair, Angela Sadsad, welcomed Committee members.  Ms. Sadsad proceeded to review the agenda and asked if there were any questions.  

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES:  Ms. Sadsad asked for any corrections to the December 5, 2012 minutes.  There were none.  Ron King made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Linda Broady-Myers seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Angela Sadsad and Committee staff, Teri Morgan, provided a brief update of the March 14, 2013 Executive Committee meeting.  It was reported that the Executive Committee instructed Committee’s to review and discuss State Plan objectives and implementation activities for possible State Plan update recommendations to be brought forward in June.    

Committee staff shared a concern brought to the Executive Committee by Stephen Joseph.  Mr. Joseph elaborated on his concern about the right of way on a side-walk in-front of a commercial business area being blocked by tables making it almost impassable.  Mr. Joseph planned to talk to the establishment.  Committee member Ron Lanier shared a concern about people parking in front of curb cuts making the curb cut unusable. He asked if anyone knew about enforcement authority.  Committee staff shared a recent conversation regarding police officers stating that they do not have enforcement authority to ticket someone parked in an accessible spot who does not have proper documentation if the parking space is on private property.  Staff agreed to try and obtain additional information. 

DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENTS OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:
The committee reviewed and discussed current State Plan Objectives and discussed grant activities relevant to its objectives.  Committee staff reported on activities found on attachment CLT 3.  
The Committee received an update on the activities of EasyLiving Home including the status of the partnership with the Earthcraft Home program and the EasyLiving Home Board’s discussion of possible expansion into other areas relevant to Universal Design.  
The Committee was informed of the work of the HJR 648 Workgroup.  The restriping and 34" door-width proposals received consensus approval and will move on to the Codes and Standards Committee for final approval. 

The Committee received and update on the DOJ Housing Plan.  The plan has been finalized and submitted to the DOJ independent reviewer.  The plan includes five goals and each goal is followed by a detailed set of actions steps.  The implementation of the plan will be administered by DBHDS in consultation with the Interagency housing committee of which the Board is a member.  The plan is available on DBHDS website.  

REVIEW OF 2012-2016 STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES & IMPLEMENTATION ACTIVITIES FOR 2014 STAET PAN UPDATE:    
The Committee reviewed State Plan objectives and implementation activities for the 2014 State Plan Update.  

The Committee discussed the possible addition of new implementation activities to be further discussed in June. 

HUMAN SERVICE TRANSPORTATION COORDINATION UPDATE:
John Mahoney with the Department of Rail and Public Transportation (DRPT) provided the Committee with an update of DRPT’s human service coordinated transportation activities.

The presentation included an overview of DRPT’s role in developing local coordinated human service mobility plans.  An overview of the new MAP-21 program was provided (Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act).  This program replaces the New Freedom program.  Mr. Mahoney shared information on various projects underway in the Commonwealth.

Committee members suggested a follow up discussion on driver etiquette training at the June meeting.
