CALL TO ORDER:	9:24 a.m.
                                               
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 9:24.  Committee Chair, Angela Sadsad, opened the Committee meeting proceeded to review the agenda and asked if there were any questions.  

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES:  Ms. Sadsad asked for any corrections to the March 5, 2014 meeting minutes.  There were none.  Randy Burak made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Stephen Joseph seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Angela Sadsad and committee staff, Teri Morgan, provided a brief update of the June 4, 2014 Executive Committee meeting.  The update included a brief review of the fiscal report noting that due to the lack of a state budget, the Board will not be reviewing and approving a SFY 2015 budget; guidance was provided for the Committee review of the 2012-2016 State Plan Objectives and Implementation Activities; and, guidance regarding review and discussion of Disability Assessment recommendations was also provided. 

DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENTS OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:  The committee reviewed and discussed current State Plan Objectives and discussed grant activities relevant to its objectives.  Committee staff reported on activities found on attachment CLT 3.  Committee members were provided with an update on recent activities with the ABLE grant, which began on October 1, 2013, the Affordable Transportation Options in Rural or Underserved areas grant, and the EasyLiving Home contract.  

Virginia Accessible Housing Solutions, Inc. submitted a request for funding in the amount of $10,000 for SFY 2015 funding of the EasyLiving Home contract.  After discussion, Randy Burak made a MOTION to recommend approval to the Board, Ron King seconded, and Kathleen Vaughan recused herself, the MOTION carried unanimously.

The CLT Committee discussed a request from VACIL for a six month no cost extension of the ABLE grant project.  After discussion, Jessica Philips made a MOTION to recommend approval to the Board, Ron Kind seconded, the MOTION carried unanimously.

Teri Morgan provided an overview of liaison activities including the status of Virginia Integrated Solutions Collaborative (VISC) and the proposal submitted in response to a Request for Information from the Department for Behavioral Health and Developmental Services.  

GUEST SPEAKER, MIKE TOALSON, CEO OF THE HOME BUILDERS ASSOCIATION OF VIRGINIA:
Mr. Toalson spoke to the CLT Committee about the status and outlook of the EasyLiving Home program.  He shared policy and collaboration successes that are a direct result of the Board’s work and development of the ELH program including changes to the statewide building code, livable homes tax credit, and increased builder awareness. Mr. Toalson spoke to the Committee about the Home Builders Association’s goal of encouraging each state association affiliate to include at least 1 ELH in local Parade of Homes and like events. An engaging dialog ensued with Committee members sharing their experience with accessible housing and builders.  

REVIEW OF 2012-2016 STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES AND IMPLEMENTATION ACTIVITIES:
Committee members reviewed Objectives and Implementation Activities in the CLT area or emphasis. No wording changes of objectives were recommended. Regarding CLT Objective 2-16, the Committee previously expressed interest in developing a project to improve driver competence. The committee expressed interest in continued consideration of a project targeting driver competence, sensitivity and training.  Ms. Broady-Myers shared how GRTC provides training and that due to driver turnover it is important to have a regular and consistently scheduled training opportunities. There are a number of good training materials already developed; so, developing a training curriculum is not necessarily the need, encouraging localities’ to dedicate resources is needed.  The Committee agreed to continue the discussion in September and suggested inviting a guest speaker from EasterSeals Project Action. 

DISCUSSION ON 2014 DISABILITY ASSESSMENT RECOMMENDATIONS:  The Committee reviewed the proposed assessment recommendations. Linda Broady-Myers brought forth two items for discussion, one was a concern regarding language used in the area of employment that could be interpreted as a recommendation to consolidate DARS and DBVI; and, the second was to clarify if the Assessment was an assessment of the system for individuals with ID/DD only or other disabilities as well. It was recommended that Ms. Broady-Myers share her two issues with the full Board.  

PLANNING FOR NEXT MEETING: The Committee suggested that they further discuss a possible project related to objective 2-16 at the September meeting.  

ADJOURNED: The meeting adjourned at 11:15.
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
