CALL TO ORDER:	9:36 a.m.
                                               
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 9:36.  Committee Chair, Angela Sadsad, welcomed committee members and new Board member Randy Burak.  Ms. Sadsad proceeded to review the agenda and asked if there were any questions.  

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES:  Ms. Sadsad asked for any corrections to the June 5, 2013 minutes.  There were none.  Jessica Philips made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Linda Broady-Myers seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Angela Sadsad and committee staff, Teri Morgan, provided a brief update of the September 11, 2013 Executive Committee meeting.  The Director’s update was provided to the Executive Committee as well as a grants expenditure report, fiscal report  and marketing and communications update.  It was reported that a new Executive Director has been hired for VAULT.  The Executive Director, Lauren Roche, shared with VBPD staff that she had some expenditure concerns.  Board staff requested that DARS conduct an independent audit, which is underway.  

DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENTS OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:
Committee chair, Angela Sadsad, reported to the committee discussions that occurred at a Logisticare Advisory Committee meeting in which she participated.  During the Advisory Committee meeting, Ms. Sadsad shared vehicle safety concerns brought forth by a CLT committee member.  Ms. Sadsad reported that DMAS expressed interest in learning more about the safety concerns and wanted to follow up directly with the individual.  Ms. Sadsad would forward contact information. A lengthy discussion on Logisticare transportation services and their brokers ensued with several concerns shared.  One concern involved Logisticare receiving full funding for transportation services when individuals were using paratransit service.  The committee would like to continue the discussion at the next committee meeting. 

The committee reviewed and discussed current State Plan Objectives and discussed grant activities relevant to its objectives.  Committee staff reported on activities found on attachment CLT 3.  
The committee received an update on the activities of EasyLiving Home.  The EasyLiving Home Executive Director resigned due to another employment opportunity.  The ELH Board will be engaged in a strategic planning process and is currently reviewing options for hiring a new staff person or working with a consultant.     

REVIEW OF YEAR NEW RENEWAL APPLICATION:
The committee reviewed the year grant two renewal application from the Department of Aging and Rehabilitative Services.  After discussion, Linda Brody-Myers made a MOTION to approve the request and send it to the full Board and Kim Vanderland seconded.  The MOTION was carried with one recusal from Kathleen Vaughan. 

UPDATE: VIRGINIA HOUSING PLAN: 
Eric Leabough, housing specialist with the DBHDS, presented to the committee on the housing plan developed per the DOJ Settlement Agreement.
