CALL TO ORDER:	9:35 a.m.

REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 9:45am.  Committee Chair, Angela Sadsad was unable to attend and Jessica Philips agreed to stand in as Chair. She opened the Committee meeting, proceeded to review the agenda and asked if there were any questions.  

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES:  Ms. Philips asked for any corrections to the September 9, 2014 meeting minutes.  There were none.  Dennis Manning made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Catherine Harrison seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Jessica Philips and Board Director, Heidi Lawyer, provided a brief update of the December 3 Executive Committee meeting, the focus of which was on the financial planning for the Board for state fiscal year 2016 and beyond.  A financial overview was provided along with key factors affecting financials and short-and long term decisions to be made concerning grants, agency training programs and Board priorities. Committee staff reported on activities found on attachment CLT 3.  Committee members were provided updated status on the ABLE grant, the Affordable Transportation Options in Rural or Underserved areas grant, and the EasyLiving Home (ELH) contract.  The ELH contract was discussed and it was noted that they would likely be submitting a renewal request in March 2015.

GUEST SPEAKER, SUSAN O’MARA, DIRECTOR, VCU NATIONAL TRAINING CENTER
Ms. O’Mara presented to the Committee on “Promoting Financial Stability for Virginians with Disabilities.”  This is related to SP Objective 2-14 that strives to educate at least “500 individuals and policymakers on best practices and mechanisms for financial stability development.”

SELECTION OF GRANT REVIEW TEAM MEMBERS:  Ron King and Dennis Manning volunteered to serve on the Grant Review Team. Jessica Philips volunteered as an alternate.

PLANNING FOR NEXT MEETING: The Committee will begin reviewing objectives for the state plan update and will also discuss longer term goals and objectives.
