CALL TO ORDER:  Mr. John Kelly called the meeting to order at 7:55 a.m.

OPENING REMARKS:  The Chair greeted and welcomed the members and staff.

REVIEW OF THE AGENDA:  Mr. Kelly asked the committee to review the agenda.

APPROVAL OF THE DECEMBER 5, 2012 EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MINUTES:  The Chair called for approval of the minutes and asked if there were changes or corrections.  Mr. Charles Meacham made a MOTION for approval of the December 5, 2012 Executive Committee meeting minutes.  Ms. Linda Broady-Myers seconded. The MOTION was unanimously APPROVED.

BOARD MEMBER ATTENDANCE:  Ms. Maggie Disney, Secretary of the Board, reported on member attendance (Attachment EC 3) through December 5, 2012.  Ms. Disney reported that there are no member attendance issues or problems.



BOARD MEMBER VACANCIES AND APPOINTMENTS:  Ms. Nan Pemberton, Director of Administration, reported that effective July 1, 2013 there are 6 anticipated vacancies; 4 of the individuals filling these slots are eligible for reappointment.  Of the 6 vacancies, 4 will be for individuals with developmental disabilities.	

DIRECTOR’S UPDATE:   Ms. Lawyer summarized key staff activities since the previous meeting.  Activities focused on the legislation session, development of the Program Performance Report (PPR), marketing and communications efforts, work for the 2014 Disability Assessment, review of letters of interest, budget work and various other meetings and activities.  See (Attachment EC 4) for her highlights.

AGENCY FISCAL REPORT:  Ms. Nan Pemberton, Director of Administration, presented the Agency Fiscal Report, noting that the Board operates on both the state and federal fiscal years.  She reported the Board administration budget’s year- to-date expenditures as being $365,976; and the total remaining funds are $214,005 with 37% operational funds remaining.  Ms. Pemberton stated that the remaining balance for the FFY 13 Agency Budget is $660,697 or 45% of the overall budget.
Second, Ms. Pemberton reported on the federal sequestration and the anticipated impact on the agency’s budget.  She noted that up to this point, the agency has received no formal direction from the Federal government as to the exact percentage or dollar amount for cuts which the Board will receive.  Ms. Pemberton stated that as a baseline, she used 4.7% as a target in preparation for the upcoming decision.  Using this estimate, the Board would receive a $70,000.00 budget cut for federal fiscal year 2013.  Discussion ensued. 
GRANT EXPENDITURE UPDATE:  Ms. Lynne Talley, Grants Manager, reported on the grant and contract expenditures.  Ms. Talley reported that as of February 8, 2013, 4 contracts and 3 grants were active.  She noted that the total grant funds obligated is $541,380 with $132,824 having been expended to-date leaving grant balance of $408,555.
UPDATE ON LOI RESPONSES:  Ms. Talley reported that 31 Letters of Interest were received as a result of the Request for Proposal (RFP) and 13 applicants were chosen to submit full proposals.
FFY 2014 STATE PLAN UPDATE:  Ms. Talley stated that each committee should review their section of the FFY 2014 State Plan Update; and if there are revisions, staff will make revisions for the Update to be voted on at June Board meeting.  She noted that committees do not have to report out specifics.
DISABILITY ASSESSMENT PUBLIC INPUT (Attachment BD 2):  Ms. Katherine Lawson, Advocacy and Outreach Manager, reported on upcoming public comment opportunities to provide input for the 2014 Disability Assessment. She noted that a new public comment survey  has been created and was distributed at the Commonwealth Autism conference on March 13, 2013.  Future public comment opportunities will involve tele-conferences and an in-person forum, and the opportunity to comment by telephone, mail, and on-line..
MARKETING/COMMUNICATIONS UPDATE:  Ms. Barb Dodd, Marketing and Strategic Planning Manager, updated the committee on ongoing marketing initiatives and  social media use to share information.   She noted that the Youth Leadership Forum videos were brought back and were posted online and received  over 1,000 hits.  Progress is being made on film development of individuals leaving Training Centers to live in community.  Ms. Dodd noted that there are four 2 minute vignettes that have received approximately 700 hits; and another fifth vignette is in production.  
PUBLIC POLICY DISCUSSION:  Ms. Lawyer noted that in addition to the agency updates, Board members should feel free to bring forth policy issues of importance to them for dialogue at the board meeting.  
OTHER BUSINESS:   Mr. Stephen Joseph reported on a personal concern in Lynchburg where there is a physical barrier at the front entrance to an establishment causing him difficulty in being able to safely move about in his wheelchair.  Mr. Joseph asked for input on how to best approach the owners of the business with his concern.  Discussion ensued.
ADJOURNMENT:  The Chair called for adjournment of the meeting at 9:15 a.m.
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
