CALL TO ORDER: Mr. John Kelly, the Chair, called the meeting to order at 7:51 a.m.

OPENING REMARKS:	The Chair greeted and welcomed Board members and Staff. 

REVIEW OF THE AGENDA:  The Chair called for a review of the agenda. Heidi Lawyer noted one change: General Assembly has not yet approved a budget for State Fiscal Year 2015.  Review of the state budget will therefore be deferred until September. 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MARCH 5, 2014: The Chair asked if there were any amendments to the March 5, 2014 Executive Committee meeting minutes. There being none, the Chair called for a MOTION to approve the minutes.  Ms. Linda Broady-Myers made a MOTION to approve. Ms. Maggie Disney seconded the MOTION. The MOTION was approved unanimously.

BOARD MEMBER ATTENDANCE: Maggie Disney, Secretary of the Executive Committee reported on Board Member attendance through March 5, 2014. One error was noted:  Ms. Angela Sadsad did not attend the December 2013 Board meeting.  The attendance record will be corrected to reflect Ms. Sadsad’s absence.

DIRECTOR’S UPDATE: Heidi Lawyer, Executive Director, gave the Director’s update.  Over the last quarter the Board submitted comment on various issues and plans and participated in a wide array of meetings and activities. Highlights of comment/participation included: comment submitted to DBHDS on the draft Implementation Plan for serving individuals with high medical needs; and participation in the DBHDS Waiver Redesign Advisory Committee, Waiver Redesign Waiting List Subcommittee, and Waiver Redesign Service Array Subcommittee.  

Board Staff completed the required Strategic Planning training administered by the Dept. for Planning and Budget and began reviewing strategic plan measures currently used in Virginia Performs for the state strategic planning process. PIP graduation was held and YLF and PIP recruitment was completed.  An external editor for the Disability Assessment has been procured. It is anticipated that the Assessment will be released on August 1, 2014.  

Ms. Lawyer also reported on changes to Board Staff and the effect of those changes as follows.  Program Manager Teri-Barker Morgan has accepted a position with DMAS as Supervisor of Long-Term Care Waiver Operations.  Her last day with the Board will be June 20.  Rachel Loria, formerly the Board’s PIP Program Assistant, has accepted a position with dLCV.  Her last day with the Board was May 30.  The Content Coordinator/ Information Specialist position previously held by Erin Hickey is still vacant at this time.  The Board is working to fill these positions with the program manager position taking priority.  The YLF will continue on schedule despite these changes.  Colleen Miller at dLCV has donated Rachel Loria’s time to participate in YLF.  The start of the PIP sessions will be deferred until January at the earliest with the same applicant pool unless other changes are recommended.  PIP applicants will be notified. A Board Staff retreat will be held in August to work on operational efficiency and effectiveness, determine if staff responsibilities need to be changed to better meet more needs, and to plan for the future as several staff near retirement eligibility.

AGENCY FISCAL REPORT: Nan Pemberton, Director of Administration, reported on the Fiscal Year 2014 Agency Budget Report as of April 30, 2014. Ms. Pemberton reported that of the total amount of $1,434,422 that had been budgeted, there had been year to date expenditures in the amount of $1,091,180 leaving $343,242 or 24% of funds remaining. (See EC 5-1 through EC 5-4 for details). 

GRANT EXPENDITURE UPDATE: Lynne Talley reported that one contract and eight grants are active.  As of May 6, 2014, a total of $1,241,006.00 in grant funds had been awarded and $424,724.45 of grant funds had been expended leaving a balance of $816,281.55. (See EC 5-5 through EC 5-6 for details).  RGI has closed out and submitted their final report and final request for reimbursement. Able has requested a 6-month no-cost extension. ELH has requested to renew their contract. For state fiscal year 2015, $10,000 will be allotted for conference and event supports. The Board has received requests for support from the ARC and Langley Air Force Base. Discussion followed regarding the closeout of the Board’s fiduciary relationship with VAULT and VAULT’s current activities.

SFY 2015 AGENCY OPERATING BUDGET: The discussion of the SFY 2015 agency operating budget was deferred until September 2014.

FFY 2015 STATE PLAN UPDATE: Lynne Talley reported that each of the Standing Committees will review state plan objectives and activities for the FFY 2015 update.  A revised draft of the state plan will be presented in September.

FFY 2016 COMPETITIVE GRANT PROPOSALS: Lynne Talley reported that discussion of FFY 2016 grant proposals would start early.  Committees will be able to discuss RFP development at both today’s and next quarter’s Committee meetings.  Discussion followed.  

DISABILITY ASSESSMENT FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS: Heidi Lawyer discussed the process the Ad Hoc Committee and Board Staff used to develop the Draft Findings and Recommendations.  The Board will discuss and vote on the Findings and Recommendations at the full Board meeting. 

COMMUNICATIONS/MARKETING UPDATE: Barb Dodd reported that as of June 3 the Board’s blog had received roughly 6,000 views. The blog’s posts on Autism Awareness and PIP were the most popular.  Facebook engagement has increased with photos of PIP graduates receiving over 1200 comments and likes.  The Board’s web site has received over 2,000 views in recent months.  Discussion followed.
